8.	Scroll down and press the Confirm key to open the 

recipient list.

list.
13.	Press <Options> → Save to save the recipients.
14.	Scroll down and enter the sender's name.
15.	Press the Confirm key → <Accept>.

By setting the options in Access remote phone, you •	
can retrieve contacts, delete data on your lost phone, 
or receive calls to the phone or the phone’s location 
information from the specified phone.
To change the password for the mobile tracker, select •	
Change Mobile tracker 2.0 password.
